Montessori’s core philosophy is “Follow 
the Child,” and operates on the principle of freedom 
within limits. Montessori education provides orderliness, 
to independence and self-directed learning in a calm 
environment, and a place where children are at the center 
of the learning process.

At Mission Montessori our philosophy is based on Maria 
Montessori’s approach to education combined with 
Christian faith. The learning environment promotes 
respect for oneself, for others and for the materials. 
Children learn how to be self-confident, contributing 
citizens of the world. We believe that children learn “best” 
by touching, feeling, tasting, and seeing. Therefore, our 
“whole child approach” to learning allows each child to 
reach full potential at his/her own pace and level. 

Montessori trained teachers make observations and 
introduce new and increasingly challenging material when 
a child shows readiness. The objective is to encourage 
learning that is intrinsically motivated and purposeful. 
The mixed-age grouping of children, usually a 3 year 
age span, enables students to learn from one another, 
gain autonomy and develop positive self-esteem. In 
addition, the classroom provides a family-like setting 
where learning can take place naturally. Younger children 
learn from older children and older or more experienced 
children reinforce what they have learned by teaching.

UNIQUE ATTRIBUTES 
Mission Montessori was designed to feel like a home 
away from home. Our environment is filled with beautiful, 
carefully chosen materials that invite the child to explore, 
and encourages creativity. Hot lunches are made fresh 
daily on campus and include healthy fruits, vegetables 
and organic ingredients when possible. Our healthy 
approach continues with our school garden that our 
students help to plant, maintain and harvest. 

Included in the Montessori curriculum are weekly 
enrichment classes, including Bible, art and music. 
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
